These weeks are designed for campers 

entering grades 1-6.
All sessions are $125 per week.  

Bugs 2 Bunny   June 15-19  and  July 6-10
Animals of all types live on the ground, under rocks, inside fallen 
trees, and in other secret hideaways.  Go exploring this week and 
find out where they live and what they do all day!  Play Sneaky 
Foxes, create your own art creature, and enjoy the animal tales 
during this exciting week of forest fun!

Wing It!
June 22-26  and  July 20-24
Bats do it, so do birds and butterflies.  They all fly!  
Spend this week learning more about the many 
mammals and insects  that move through the 

air.  Games, art projects, and activities will give you the chance to 
check out these high-flying creatures first hand.  

Camp Survivor   June 29-July3  and  July 13-17
Are you the one who will be THE survivor?  
Learn how to survive in the great outdoors while 
having plenty of hands-on fun!  We’ll have a 
blast building shelters, learning to safely build 
fires, using a compass on a scavenger hunt, and 
gaining first aid/survival know-how.  The week 
ends with the Audubon Survivor eco-challenge!  

Family Camp Out!   July 24-25
Bring your parents and join the camp staff for a night under the 
stars that you won’t soon forget!  An evening cookout and activities 
will give the chance to meet other camp families and friends.  Then 
sleep out under the stars, under the pavilion, or bring your own 
tent.  Get up to see the sunrise or sleep in until the sun in your 
eyes gets you out of bed!

Out Of The Nest (Age 3 only)   May 27-29   9:00-11:30 am

Just For Fledglings (Ages 4-5 only)   June 1-5   9:00-11:30 am	
You and your child are invited to join us for a unique camp experience. Our staff will guide your parent-
child team (maximum of two children per adult) in a fascinating exploration of the natural world. Circle 
time, short hikes, hands-on nature exploration, and stories will complement each day's nature theme!          
$50 per first camper/parent          $10 for second child

First Explorers (entering Kindergarten)         June 8-12          9:00 am-3:00 pm
(This session is designed for children entering Kindergarten with no parent attending)
Your child will enjoy sampling everything camp has to offer older campers!  You’ll try out a different 
nature theme each day as you explore insects, mammals, birds, and the forest through hands on 
activities in a safe environment.          $125 per camper

These weeks are designed for campers entering grades 5-7.

 Skins, Skulls, and Throwing Sticks   July 6-10	   $125 per camper
Go back into the past to explore prehistoric cultures and learn about archeology!  Play animal stalking games, make 
an atlatl (throwing stick), do some flint knapping, make cordage from natural fibers, and work on making a fire using 
a bow drill.  This session will be held at the National Conservation Training Center. 

Camp Survivor, Part Deux   July 13-17   	$150 per camper
You’re off to explore the world!  Explore the ecology of the C&O Canal in person, research the flora and fauna 
of the area’s mountains and take off on the Appalachian Trail for a hiking adventure!  This session will be held 
at the National Conservation Training Center and involve day trips to other areas.

Something’s Fishy   July 20-24   $125 per camper
Learn about fish up close and personal down at the Potomac River. When the week is over, 
you’ll have explored the river environment and know the answers to all these questions:   
What’s a fish?   Where do fish live?   What do they eat?  What’s a fish print?  What does a 
fish look like inside? (Find out!)  This session will include daily time exploring in and around 
the Potomac River.   This session will be held at the National Conservation Training Center.

Junior Counselor-In-Training   June 15-19   $125 per camper
Teens, entering grades 6-8, with leadership skills and an interest in working with children, are encouraged to 
complete this week of training in teaching nature games and activities to children.  Successful completion 
of this session will certify campers to return to Yankauer for an additional 2 weeks (at no cost) during this 
camp season and work as Junior Counselors.  This session is held at Yankauer Preserve.
